Dear Friends,  

Howôs that for a headline?  

A new federal program, Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Rehousing Program (HPRP), 

funded by Federal Stimulus money, has done just that. Nearly 200 people in the past 5 months 

were saved from homelessness with more to follow. Mercy Housing and Shelter Corp. is proud 

to be the lead agency for the City of Hartford and also for a segment of the state which includes 

Middletown, Meriden and Wallingford. Obviously we could not do 

this alone. We have subcontracted with local agencies to implement 

the program for their clients. This      network of providers is identify-

ing and assisting people who qualify for the program because they 

1) are on the brink of homelessness which can be prevented with 

temporary financial intervention or      2) are already homeless but 

could move into permanent housing if they had some initial/

temporary financial assistance.  

 
No one can be surprised to learn that many people of marginal 

means could lose their housing because of the economy. Once 

housing is gone, whether one becomes homeless is often dependent 

on whether there is a personal support system to fall back on. For 

those who are already homeless, the recession has provided few 

opportunities for them to overcome their obstacles to housing. There 

are fewer supports available and those are stretched too thin. Mercy 

Housing and our participating agencies have made a difference in 

the lives of many such people. Here are a few of their stories. 

An elderly woman rented the same apartment for over 20 years 

until it was foreclosed. She receives a Section 8 subsidy to help 

pay her rent and would lose it if she became homeless. Living 

solely on Social Security, she was unable to save enough 

money for a security deposit for a new apartment. If not for assistance with the security 

deposit from HPRP, she would have lost her subsidy and become homeless. 

A single father of two lost his apartment when he became unemployed. He went to live with 

his brother in a small one bedroom apartment and arranged for his school-aged children to 

stay with friends. When he found a new job, he was eager to reunite his family. He found 

an apartment within walking distance of his childrenôs school and adjacent to the neighbor-

hood playground. With HPRP assistance for the security deposit and first monthôs rent, he 

was able to move his family into the apartment without delay. In addition, the HPRP case 

manager was able to connect him to other State services to ensure that he is able to   

maintain the apartment going forward.
